HERE I AM Biblical Focus
Drawing from Moses’ call at the burning bush (Exodus 3–4),

Shauna reminds audiences that God equips imperfect people

to do extraordinary things. Like Moses, we may feel unworthy

or uncertain, but God turns weakness into purpose and uses

every part of our story for His glory.
